2. Collection and storage of personal data as well
as the nature and purpose and their use

We regularly collect the following information in business
dealings with you:

Data processing is carried out at your request and is
necessary pursuant to Art. 6 (1) (b) GDPR for the said
purposes for the appropriate processing of the order and
for the mutual fulfillment of obligations from the contract.

tion of processing or objection, the existence of a right
to complain, the origin of your data, if they were not
collected by us, and on the existence of automated
decisionmaking, including profiling, and any mean-
ingful information regarding their details

e according to Art. 16 GDPR, to immediately demand the
rectification of incorrect or the completion of personal
data that we store concerning you

e according to Art. 17 GDPR, to demand the erasure of
the personal data we store concerning you unless the
processing is necessary to exercise the right of free-
dom of opinion and information, to fulfill a legal obli-
gation, on the grounds of public interest or to assert,
exercise or defend legal claims

e according to Art. 18 GDPR, to demand restriction of
